BREAKFAST BUFFET AT THE HOTEL
GOTHIC QUARTER WALKING TOUR (MAX. 4 HRS.)

The Barri Gotic (Gothic district) is the centre of Barcelona, where the
city originated, and where the main public buildings are located.
Barcelona originated in Roman times and, despite its transformation in
the Middle Age, there are still traces of its origins. The Cardus, the
ancient roman name for the road which went from east to west of the
city coincided with the “Calle del Bisbe, and the north-south axis, the
Decumanus, is now covered by the “Llibreteria” street and "Call” street
(also the ancient Jewish area). The roman walls, a short stretch of
which can still be seen today, formed an irregular square. The upper
area where the roman city origignated was the Forum with the
administrative building of the city and were is currently located “Placa
St. Jaume”: political and social centre of the city with the Town Hall
(dated from 1831 with its facade Classicist style) and the Catalan
Government building (in 1403 the Catalan Government, which did not
have a seat, decided to equip the institution with a building in
accordance with its status).

The Cathedral began to be built in 1298 during the rule of James Il of
Aragon and completed in 1454. It's one of the masterpieces of Spanish
gothic. The current facade is 19" century. A special mention has to be
made to the cloister.

The RAMBLA is, of course, the best known landmark of Barcelona.
Meandering down from ,Catalunya“ Square to the Columbus statue,
filled with newspaper kiosks, flower and animal stalls, and all sorts of
artists, it is undoubtedly the place where everyone comes together,

both tourists and locals.

Visit the Boqueria Market (Sundays closed), the largest and most
traditional food market in Spain with its many stalls. The walk continues
to the ,Canaletas” fountain, the legend ist hat if you drink water from
this fountain you will come back to Barcelona.

The walking tour finish at the Restaurant Els Quatre Gats. Located in a
wonderful neo-gothic building done by the well know catalan architect
Puig i Cadafalch in the very hearth of the Gothic district, at few steps
from the Cathedral and the Catalunya Square.

REMARKS: We suggest having a maximum 25 people with each guide.

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GAUDI TOUR (MAX. 4 HRS.)

Antoni Gaudi is probably the most famous modernist architect all over the
world. Born in 1852 was an attentive observer of nature and felt attracted to
its forms, colours and geometry. In 1868 he decided to study architecture in
Barcelona, finishing to be considered by avant-gardists as an example of
modernisation and renewal of the 20th century architecture.

Please take note that Guell Park, Casa Mila as well as Casa Batll6 have
been declared Human Heritage by the UNESCO.

GUELL PARK (1900 - 1914) (inside visit) is the dream come true of the
business man Eusebi Guell and this revolutionary architect who, based on
the English model of city-gardens, proposed the transformation of a large
estate in the north part of the city, rocky and unlevelled into a residential
area.

SAGRADA FAMILIA (inside visit) the temple was originally a private
initiative of the Spiritual Association devoted to St. Joseph. Work began in
1882 under the direction of Francesc de Paula Villar, who intend to give the
work a neogothic style, in fashion at that time. However, the differences
between the architect and the municipality led him to give up the project
and was replaced by Gaudi. The temple has 3 facades, one for the Birth
which was built in 1891, the second one is the Passion with the door of
faith and the third one (not done yet) will evokes the Glory of Good.
Complete the masterpiece 18 towers more than 100 meters high.

CASA BATLLO (1904-1906) (outside visit) Gaudi geniusly transformed a
terraced house, of the district of the Eixample of the 19th Century, into one
of the most famous outstanding buildings in Barcelona's architecture.
Gaudi undertook a global reform. To the facade he added a gallery, new
balconies and polychrome ceramics. Inside he reorganised the spaces
unified the courtyard and the existing staircases in order to achieve more
light and ventilation. He completed this intervention with the addition of the
two floors finished with a spectacular ceramic crowning.

CASA MILA (1906 - 1912) (outside visit) Mr Pere Mila who married a rich
widow, Mrs Roser Segimon, wanted to live in a spectacular house in the
most cosmopolitan avenue of Barcelona of the time: Paseo de Gracia.
Gaudi was the chosen architect, mainly because he had just built the Batllo
House (few blocks away), considered then the very latest example of local
architecture. Mr.Mila, however, wanted his house to be bigger,
monumental. Thus, the architect built two blocks of flats with independent
accesses but unified by the same facade, made of stone (that’s why is also
called " La Pedrera" or the Stone House) with undalating patterns, with
large windows allowing good interior lighting. An amazing structure in the
basement which served as a garage, an open plan distribution of the flats
which were to be used as dwellings and an outstanding attic supporting the
roof are the most significant elements.

Fernandez the restaurant is located in Paseo de Gracia in Barcelona.
The broad local has 760 square feet of elegant space with a capacity of
200 diners. The restaurant has two floors with different spaces and
environments that allow the creation reserved for any celebration or
event.

Fernandez offers a varied menu of Mediterranean cuisine market with
top quality ingedients, among its specialties we can find a tasty
suckling pig and the splendid rice sucarrat. Equally important to give
the dish , giving the cave for the client to choose the most precious
wines of our country or abroad.

There could be minor treatment that Fernandez waiver to its desserts,
all of them produced in the same place.

BREAKFAST BUFFET AT THE HOTEL

CAVA CELLAR CODORNIU (MAX. 4 HRS.)

Drive approximately 45 minutes to the "Penedés" wine region, home of
the "Cava" (Catalan sparkling white wine, elaborated like the French
Champagne). Codorniu are the the biggest wine cellars in the world,
covering 30 kilometres and set out on five levels. Built by the architect
Josep Maria Puig i Cadafalch, a genius of the modernist style, they
were declared a national monument of historical and artistic interest by
King Juan Carlos I. Soleley involved in the production of "Cava". The
tour through the cellars includes a ride with an electric train through the
kilometer long ancient cellars.

FC BARCELONA CLUB - MUSEUM & STADIUM TOUR - 4 HRS

One of the most visited Museums in town. Trophies, documents,
photographs and audiovisual displays which trace the history of one of
the world's greatest football teams.

Since this year the museum offers an alternative tour than the visit only
from the grandstand. Visitors are given the chance to be guided around
the dressing room area, the tunnel that takes the football players to the
pitch, the conference rooms and the Director's box (here you find a
replica of the European Cup of the Champions' League). The tour
takes 45 minutes plus the visit of the museum (approx. 1 hour and 30
minutes in total).
