ACCOMMODATION OPTIONS

FOUR SEASONS HOTEL
HAMPSHIRE (5-STAR)

Situated amid 23 acres of park, lake,
woodland and period gardens, the core
of the hotel is an 18th-century Georgian
manor House which has been
sensitively restored (2005). The addition
of 109 contemporary bedrooms has
been carefully integrated with the
original house, so that the air of elegant
country living is maintained. Interiors are
restful and gracious with sweeping oak staircases, fireplaces and thoughtfully crafted
details. Sunlight floods in from the windows which overlook the walled garden, an
orchard and the historic stables (now the spa and fitness club). The atmosphere of a
country hideaway is achieved despite the fact that it has quick access to the
motorway for easy access to airports & nearby attractions/venues.

THE GROVE (5-STAR)

[ —————— The former home of the Earls of Clarendon
is now a country estate with open views and
a modern outlook. Three hundred acres of
style the hotel boasts wide open spaces with
contemporary interiors: “tradition with a
twist”. Outside, a championship golf course
@ winds through parklands. In the stable
block, a calm, unhurried atmosphere
pervades the scene. It's now a world class
spa and leisure club. Interior designers
have created light fresh interiors where
bedrooms have a timeless quality with linen-
lined walls surrounding ornate fireplaces, porcelain chandeliers hang above the
Portland stone floors and Zebrano and white lacquered Sycamore furniture stands
against plain suede and silk. Meeting rooms (23) open onto formal gardens and the
Ballroom seats 500. An18" century Walled Garden can also be hired on an
exclusive basis for an informal and unusual dining experience and the “Potting Shed”
with pool table and orchid house can cater for up to 100. Located in rolling hills 25
miles north west of central London and 30 minutes by road, from Heathrow. 211
bedrooms and 16 suites all with king-size beds, 3 restaurants, 3 swimming pools, 12
treatment rooms, 2 tennis courts, croquet lawn, championship golf course 7170yds,
40 golf buggies and a helipad.

DAY 1

RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES ON SITE AT THE FOUR
SEASONS HAMPSHIRE

Spa: Set within the estate’s 18" century stable block,
The Spa provides an oasis of rest and relaxation.
Facilities include 13 treatment rooms, 1 VIP suite for a
couple, 1 VIP suite for 1 person, Amethyst steam rooms,
Clear Quartz crystal saunas, outdoor vitality pool, Zen
studio & lawn, fitness centre with the latest gym




equipment, and 20m indoor conservatory swimming pool.

Croquet: Croquet was once the sports craze of Victorian England. Today, Four
Seasons guests can enjoy this historic sport on the Croquet Lawn, with
knowledgeable Guest Services staff available to coach them. Mallets, balls, jacks
and hoops are available for use. Children under 14 must be accompanied by an
adult.

Equestrian: Hotel guests of all riding abilities will be able to enjoy this activity, which
can be booked through the Concierge. Horse-riding lessons are available for both
adults and children.

Clay Pigeon/Skeet Shooting: This activity is available to Hotel guests over 16 years
of age, upon request. Guests are transported to the shooting area, where lessons are
available.

Fishing: Four Seasons Hotel Hampshire benefits from two lakes on the surrounding
land, historically known as the Tundry Ponds. They were the original fishing lakes for
the owner of the house, dating back to

1191. The Hotel has fishing rights on one of the lakes and carp are in plentiful supply.
The Hotel hosts five fishing platforms and a small fishing facility for equipment
storage. The Hotel also provides transportation to the fishing facility for equipment
collection.

Golf: The Grove is widely regarded as one of the finest
new golf courses in Europe. Designed by the distinguished American architect Kyle
Phillips, who has created courses in more than 20 countries, the reputation of this
majestic 18-hole course precedes it. Undoubtedly a refreshing and unique aspect of
The Grove is that this breathtaking tree-lined course is hon-membership and open to
golfers of all abilities by pre-booking a tee time. The ambience is respectful and
exclusive but not formal. Fitting seamlessly into the landscape, the course includes a
clubhouse, golf academy and shop. Tuition and golf clinics are available. Practice
facilities include a full-length driving range, complimentary range balls before play, a
putting green and short game area. Open all year, The Grove has a continuous cart
path, excellent for winter golf. It is a non-metal spike facility.

Outdoor Facilities: The Grove boasts running and cycling trails through its 300-
acres of parkland and woodland with complimentary bikes and trail maps available.
In addition to the indoor swimming pool at the Sequoia Spa, The Walled Garden is




also home to a 22m outdoor heated pool and poolside gazebo- maybe only for the
very brave during the winter months!

ENGLISH COUNTRY GARDEN WELCOME EVENING IN-HOUSE
Guests are invited to an “English Market Garden” evening
where traditional British food is served on wonderful buffet
stations. It might be fun to include an English wine tasting
for a change. Fun is added in the form of Living statues —
here seen as topiaries — which are modern and yet relate to
“nature AND all things good!” They can be fruit or vegetable
shaped if you would like to exaggerate the concept of the
divine cuisine being the centre point to the evening! Here is
a picture of them dressed as a rather lovely garden topiary
so you get the general idea. The flirty Topiary Ladies are a
delightful and imaginative act. Positioned on a podium, they
could make an excellent entrance feature. We could also re-create nature by
incorporating a wall of trees in pots along one wall or more, and have very “foody” o
“back to nature” related table centrepieces such as mini versions of some of the
beautifully adorned vegetable displays you see at garden fairs or even green grocers
market stalls. Whilst a traditional all female Quartet will provide back ground music,
entertainment would include a cabaret performance of Morris Men with a Musician —
that most traditional of English entertainment. We would suggest costumed serving
staff and perhaps some characters of the day to add some fun and mingle with
guests during reception.

DAY 2

HALF-DAY EXCURSION TO THE VYNE
(FROM FOUR SEASONS HAMPSHIRE)

The Vyne is widely regarded as the most
attractive house in Hampshire. It was built in
the 16™ century for Lord Sandys, Henry VIII's
Lord Chamberlain, and then became home to
the Chute family for over 300 years. Through
the artistic and aesthetic interests of its various
owners, it has been at the cutting edge of the
development of country house architecture, interior design and taste.

In the mid 17"
century it acquired the classical portico on the north front and in the late 18" century
a dramatic Palladian staircase hall was designed by the owner, John Chute. Other
significant features include the fascinating Tudor Chapel with Renaissance stained
glass and exquisite 16™ century Flemish Majolica tiles and an elegant 18" century
tomb chamber. There is a wealth of furniture, textiles and oak panelling dating back
to 1521. The attractive grounds cover acres of open gardens, lakes and unspoilt
parkland including herbaceous borders, a wild garden and orchard, lawns, lakes and
woodland walks.

HALF-DAY WINCHESTER CATHEDRAL AND SHOPPING
(FROM FOUR SEASONS HAMPSHIRE)

Once the capital of England, this busy town is mindful of its
long history - King Alfred’s statue dominates of end of the
high street. The open space and lawns of the cathedral
close is just behind the ancient shopping street and gives




stunning views of this cathedral — the longest medieval Gothic building in the world
(556 feet). A tour of the cathedral spans 900 years of history and a visit to the
Library includes treasures such as a 13™ century illuminated Bible and the first
American Bible.

HALF-DAY OXFORD (FROM THE GROVE)

Seat of Britain® oldest university; known as "the
city of dreaming spires" Oxford has been the
training ground of prime ministers, world
leaders, Nobel prize-winners and of talents as
diverse as those of John Wesley and Oscar
Wilde, Dr. Samuel Johnson and Richard Burton.
Sir Christopher Wren® career began at Oxford
and so did the writing of "Alice in Wonderland".
Its architecture spans ten centuries, with 653
buildings officially listed as being of particular
merit. Its museums and libraries contain an
equal heritage of art and learning. We visit some of the ancient colleges, such as
Brasenose, Christ Church or New College, whose velvet-lawned quadrangles give an
air of quiet timelessness. The film scenes from Eveleyn Waughs Brideshead
Revisited and the Inspector Morse TV series are easily recognisable as are the
influences absorbed by JR Tolkein author of the Hobbit who went to Exeter College
as did William Morris who was a passionate opponent of the craze to rebuild Oxford.
Oxford looks unchanged but the new intake of students which includes Chelsea
Clinton and invests the city with continuing interest for the future.

HALF-DAY WADDESDON MANOR (FROM THE GROVE)
This great, flamboyant, chateau style house was
created by Baron Rothschild as a place in which
to entertain friends and to display his works of art.
He was passionate about French decorative arts
of the 18th century, and established an eclectic
collection of the very highest quality. The family
lived here for 60 years until Waddesdon was
bequeathed to the National Trust with whom the
family work closely to ensure that the
presentation of the property and its contents are of a superior standard. There is an
extraordinary range of Serves porcelain and exquisite furniture including Marie
Antoinettes writing table, Savonnerie carpets as well as paintings from the French,
English and Dutch schools of the 18" century. Visitors are invited to walk through
the wine cellars which contain about 150,000 bottles of wine from the famous
Rothschild vineyards in France and include many rare vintages of Chateau Lafite and
Chateau Mouton-Rothschild dating back to the last century. The formal gardens, the
Parterre and fountain courtyard are being restored to their former glory and also the
statuary and park which provides the grand setting necessary for such an important
house. Option: The tour could also include the Bachelors Wing, a wine tasting,
aviary, the garden with specialist to speak on one or the other.

COUNTRY PUB EVENING

Below are a sample of traditional pubs within easy
reach of the Four Seasons Hampshire:

The Gamekeepers: The Gamekeepers is a superb
country inn with beams and flagstone floor boasting
a well known restaurant with game specialities.




Hampshire Arms: The menu reflects a chef with imagination, the complex nature of
some of the dishes reflected that in their description. The newly built restaurant to the
rear of the Hampshire Arms is a delightful room.

The Hatchgate Country Pub & Restaurant: An inn since the early days of the 20"
century and is a cottage that is believed to date back another hundred years or so.
The inn is thought to have acquired its unusual name from is supposed former use as
a gate or toll house on the road between the two great estates of Heckfield Park and
Bramshill House.

A selection of local pubs to The Grove:

The Three Crowns Pub: The Three Crowns opened in 1749 on the main road
linking London to the royal hunting grounds in nearby Kings Langley. In those days
The Three Crowns was an important staging post where horses were fed and
watered before crossing the heath toward Hampstead, always in the hope that you
would avoid the notorious highwaymen who roamed the area. The pub had its own
well that supplied water to the pub and the communal horse trough that still stands
outside. Today The Three Crowns continues to serve the local community with home
cooked food and a wide selection of cask ales, draught beers and wines by the glass.
Facilities include a public bar, lounge bar and restaurant and a large patio and
garden adjacent the original stables.

The Bricklayers Arms: Dining pub of the year 2008 Hertfordshire and AA Pick of the
Pubs 2008. The Bricklayers Arms is situated in the quaint village of Flaunden,
nestled between the villages of Chipperfied and Latimer. 1t® extremely popular with
Horse riders and walkers and a great retreat for lunch or dinner. The Bricklayers
Arms and Flaunden has been featured in many film and television fictional
programmes due to its ideally located situation, hidden within the
beautiful countryside of Hertfordshire. The Bricklayers Arms is one of a handful of
Country Pubs recommended in Hertfordshire.

DAY 3

FULL-DAY EXCURSION TO BATH AND STONEHENGE (FROM FOUR SEASONS
HAMPSHIRE)

Drive west from London to one of Britain® oldest and
most historic cities, rightly known as the "Queen of
English Cities". Its recorded history begins in AD 44
when it became an important Roman settlement, the
only hot mineral springs in Britain to have gushed
forth a quarter of a million gallons at a constant
temperature of 120 degrees Fahrenheit every day,
quite possibly since the world began. A visit will be
made to the series of baths built by the Romans, now
the finest architectural remains in the British Isles. In
the 18th Century Bath achieved its apotheosis: the entire city was rebuilt within 100
years, its uniform elegance and refinement an unsurpassed achievement in town
planning. Visit the Pump Rooms, where the "creme de la creme" of Regency society
gathered to “take the waters" in a vain attempt to ease their overburdened livers.
Time will be allowed for leisure to lunch and shop. The tour will include a visit to
Stonehenge, the most important prehistoric structure in Europe. Its stones weigh
over 45 tons and reaching a height of 22 feet are arranged with evident astronomical
purpose.




FULL-DAY CAMBRIDGE — UNIVERSITY CITY INCLUDING A RIDE ON A PUNT
(FROM THE GROVE)
A seat of learning for more than 700 years,
Cambridge is also one of the loveliest cities. Most
of its 32 colleges were liberally endowed, with
wealth enough to employ the finest architects of
each successive age. They have created a
superlative sequence of architectural styles, from
medieval to modern, around the crowning glory of
King® College Chapel, in which 16th-century
magnificence proclaims the splendour of the Tudor
monarchy as well as the majesty of God. Almost all
the colleges, their chapels and their gardens are
freely open to the public and, in some, college halls and libraries may also be visited.
But the supreme enchantment of Cambridge is to be found on the "Backs", where
punts glide gently on the River Cam as it winds its meandering way among the velvet
lawns that lie behind the riverside colleges, enhancing the beauty of their venerable
stone.

GALA DINNER AT HIGHCLERE CASTLE

(FOUR SEASONS HAMPSHIRE)

Due West of London in the Royal County of

Berkshire lies Highclere Castle, ancestral home

of the Earls of Carnarvon. As you approach

through the many acres of parkland the

castellated outline of the castle may seem

curiously familiar to you - and as you finally

draw up outside you will realise why. It was built

by the same architect who designed the

Houses of Parliament and thus bears a very

striking resemblance to Britain’s seat of government. It is probably the finest and best
preserved examples of Victorian Gothic architecture still extant and the magnificent
interior more than lives up to the grandeur of the first impression. Probably the most
striking feature of the Castle’s many collections is that of the Egyptiana; in the 1920s
it was a former Earl of Carnarvon who, along with Howard Carter, discovered the
Tomb of Tutankhamun and the Earl's sudden and unexplained death shortly
thereafter led to the legend of “The Curse of Tutankhamun”. You will be able to see
many of the Boy King'’s treasures including a cache recently discovered by accident
holed up, for no apparent reason, behind one of the interior walls. The present Earl is
her Majesty the Queen’s Racing Manager and the Highclere Stud is renowned
throughout the world’s horseracing circles for the quality of its thoroughbred progeny.
Reception will be served in the Saloon and dinner in the Library overlooking the East
Lawn to Jackdaws Castle, the house folly. N.B: Highclere is approximately 35 miles
from the Four Seasons Hampshire so approximately 40 minutes journey time.

GALA DINNER AT BLENHEIM PALACE (THE GROVE)
Britain® most spectacular
stately home, home of the
Duke of Marlborough, and
birthplace of Sir Winston
Churchill, cocktails are served
in the Grand Hall, with a string
quartet or Guards orchestra
playing from the minstrels©
gallery; the Toastmaster in official garb announces dinner, and guests are escorted
to the spectacular Long Library - music alternates between the magnificent organ
and the Guards orchestra or string quartet, and after dinner guests are invited
outside onto the esplanade to view a marching display given under flood-lights by a
36-man marching band from one of Her Majesty® regiments. Afterwards, dancing in
the Grand Hall.
