Crossing the border, an excursion may be made by minibus to 
Europe´s southest point, enjoy the magnificent views of North 
Africa, the desalination plant, the underground tunnels used 
during the last war, the Saint Michael´s caves some 980 feet 
above sea level and the Barbary apes, the friendly tailless 
monkeys unique Gibraltar species.
