Luxor is divided into three main parts the Cityinly in the East side of the Nile, the Town of Kégnahich is north of the city and the West Banlke{Es).

Valley of the Kings

It was called The Great, Noble Necropolis of Mitisoof Years of Pharaoh, and for five

hundred years it was the burial place of Egypt'sMN€ngdom rulers. Sixty-two tombs

and twenty unfinished pits have been found hekersef them in the large West Valley

of the Kings, the rest in the East Valley of thadsi It is the East Valley that is visited

by most tourists.

The Valley of the Kings was chosen as the royalabptace for several reasons. The

quality of its limestone bedrock is generally gosdlid, strong, and at least in some areas, reldyiiree of cracks and fractures. The valley wasvenient:
a long wadi, along which a funeral procession comldve, meanders from the northern end of the Th&lmmopolis westward to the Valley of the Kings;
footpaths provided easy access over the hills éasiuto the south and east. It was easily protectbp cliffs surround it and guard huts built abdliem
provided 360 degree coverage. The large mountatheasouthern end of the Valley of the Kings, alrtar “Horn,” looks from the valley and only fronmé
valley rather like a pyramid, a form associatedhagblar deities who play so great a role in theniography of royal tombs.

Temple of Queen Hatshepsut

One of the most memorable panoramas in Thebeg iagproach to the memorial temple of Queen Hatsliepsirning
west beside a small mosque, a paved road leadssimagght line to a dramatic expanse of rugged Bioee cliffs that
rises over three hundred meters (nearly one thodidaet) above the desert plain. The god Amen wasngspecial
prominence in the temple and that is why it wadt lalimost exactly in the same axial line as the plenof Amen at
Karnak. Indeed, if you extend the principal axidHaftshepsut temple five kilometers (three milesj eaKarnak, it runs
within one hundred meters (three hundred feethefaxis of the Temple of Amen-Ra. There had beémirze to Hathor
at Dayr al-Bahari for centuries before Hatshepstdared that her own temple be built there. A shtmélathor stood in
the Nebhepetra-Mentuhetep Temple immediately saumith,Hatshepsut built her own Hathor shrine as elts it as
possible. The ancient Egyptians called the tempéséd-djeseru, Most Holy of Holies. Originally, auseway connected it to a canal dug along the edge
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the cultivation. The valley temple there was nes@npleted, but the causeway leading from it wasd, iameasured 13 meters (40 feet) wide, 400 meters
(1,200 feet) long. It was lined with statues ankispes that probably stood as close together asdheading to Luxor Temple. They were not inconseatipl
sculptures: the red granite sphinxes were over gersgnearly 10 feet) long and each weighed sewelneahalf tons. Indeed.

Memnon Colossi

The memorial temple of Amenhetep Ill, was thedsirgemple ever built in Egypt. When completedhdiuded a
massive array of pylons, chambers, walls, and stathat covered an area of over 385,000 squarers¢4¢200,000
square feet). Unfortunately, the temple was baiigély of mud brick and lay in the Nile floodplaitere it was subject
to the annual inundation. When it was abandoned r@giilar maintenance ceased, its brick walls digsdland the
stones were taken away and used by later kingsartonstruction of their own memorial temples. Assllt, little of
the huge complex is visible. Indeed, for mostorisjtthe two huge statues of Amenhetep Ill, knosvtha Colossi of
Memnon, stand in isolation, and most visitors hawveidea that the statues were a small part of aagig temple
complex. The statues are truly spectacular: eaatutsfrom a single block of stone that stood ov@mieters (65 feet
tall and weighed a 1,000 tons. The northern colsssas especially popular with ancient Greek and &omnavelers.
In 27 BC, an earthquake cracked the statue, andHernext two hundred years it emitted an eeriesthhg noise each morning as the sun rose and the
temperature and humidity changed. Greek travell&sned that this sound was the cry of Memnon, dicgt African warrior slain by Achilles in the Tra
War, to Eos, his mother and goddess of the dawrhebw the statue cry was said to bring good fortusnad it quickly made the colossi a major tourist
destination. Both colossi are covered with hundreidSreek and Latin graffiti left by grateful visis.

Much of the red granite used for ancient temples@ossi came from quarries in the Aswan areauAdahese quarrieg
are many inscriptions, many of which describe sssitg# quarrying projects. The Unfinished Obeliskdted in the
Northern Quarry still lies where a crack was disred as it was being hewn from the rock. Possibignded as &
companion to the Lateran Obelisk, originally at &k but now in Rome, it would have weighed overrilion pounds
and would have been the worlds largest piece ofeséwer handled. However, a crack in the stonercetuwhich caused
it to be abandoned. Tools left by its builders hgiwen us much insight into how such work was panted. The site hag
recently been renovated and equipped with touaistifies. Nearby is the Fatimid Cemetery.
