The second largest city in Egypt, Alexandria, known as "The Pearl of the 
Mediterranean", has an atmosphere that is more Mediterranean than 
Middle Eastern; with its ambience and cultural heritage distancing it from 
the rest of the country.  
 
Founded by Alexander the Great in 331 BC, Alexandria was originally 
the capital of Graeco-Roman Egypt, its status; a beacon of culture 
symbolized by Pharos, the legendary lighthouse that was one of the Seven Wonders of the World.  Alexandria was also the setting for the stormy relationship 
between Cleopatra and Mark Antony, as well as a center for learning in the ancient world.  
 
From the 19th century Alexandria took on a new role, as a focus for Egypt's commercial and maritime expansion. This Alexandria has been immortalized by 
writers such as E-M- Forster and Cavafy. Generations of immigrants from Greece, Italy and the Levant settled here and made the city synonymous with 
commerce, cosmopolitanism and bohemian culture creating the diverse fusions of culture, for which Alexandria is today famous. 
 
Of modern Alexandria, the oldest sections include the districts of Gumrok, Anfushi, and Ras el-Tin (Cape of Figs).The latter two districts date to about the 
period of Mohammed Ali (1805-49), and collectively, these districts are known to westerners as the Turkish Quarter.  This section of Alexandria is known to 
us more from books then what we may actually see in the area. The Fort of Quait Bay now stands where the Pharos Lighthouse once stood, out on the area 
that circles up around the top of Eastern Harbor. At the eastern section, heading south from the Fort of Quait Bay, we come to the stunning Abu El-Abbas 
Mosque, and west of this is the Anfushi Tombs, some of the oldest found in Alexandria, and well worth a visit.

The new museum includes 1800 pieces of iniquities covering the deferent historical periods from the Greco-Roman Era, 
presented using the highest level of technological advancement in the field of antiquities presentation which will make visiting 
Alexandria National Museum a truly inspiring experience. 
 
 
Alexandria Modern Library: 
 

The international community has taken the first step towards effacing the disaster caused by the fire that burned 
down the old library, more than 1600 years ago, by supporting the Revival of the Ancient Library of Alexandria 
Project.  
The revival of the Ancient Library of Alexandria Project aims at building a universal modern public library to be 
a center of culture, science and academic research.  
The library is to provide both the national and international communities of scholars and researchers with unique 
collections and facilities focusing on Alexandrian, Egyptian, ancient and medieval civilizations as well as on 
contemporary disciplines. The Library also has valuable collections of science and technology resource materials 
to help the socio-economic and cultural development studies on Egypt and the region.  
 
Pompeii’s Pillar: 
 

Pompeii’s Pillar is a massive 25-meter tall pink granite pillar that measures 9 meters around its girth. When the Christian 
Crusaders came to Egypt they credited this to Pompeii, however the pillar is in fact all that remains of the very grand 
Serapeum. The pillar was erected in 297 AD in the center of the Serapeum for Diocletian, and when the Crusaders came 
around 100 years later they destroyed the Serapeum and Cleopatra’s library leaving only the pillar standing. 
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Catacombs of Kom ash-Shuqqafa: 
 
Consisting of three tiers of burial tombs, chambers and hallway, the Catacombs of Kom ash-Shuqqafa is Egypt’s largest known 
Roman burial site. Begun in the 2nd century AD, the catacombs were later expanded to hold more than 300 corpses. But the 
catacombs are more than just burial chambers. Part of the underground complex consists of a banquet hall where mourners would 
pay their respects to the dead.

Viewing The Fort of Qaitbey: 
 
The island of Pharos was a major port having two huge harbors. The Fort was built in the 1480's by Sultan Qaitbey, on the site 
of Alexandria's ancient lighthouse. Parts of the remains of the lighthouse can be seen in the construction of the old fort. One of 
the seven wonders of the ancient World, the lighthouse was an astonishing 125m in height with approximately three hundred 
rooms at the bottom for workers. Running through the center was a double spiral ascent and hydraulic machinery that raised fuel 
to the top. The lantern at the top of the lighthouse remains a mystery. Some say it contained a polished steel mirror that reflected 
light by day, and fire by night. Others say it was made of transparent glass. The lantern and the top two stories fell around 700 
AD according to many reports, and the rest of the lighthouse was destroyed by an earthquake around 1100. In its place a 
Mosque was built, which was damaged by an earthquake in the 14th century. The entrance is through a gateway made of red 
Aswan granite. Located beside the mosque is a cistern that was used to store water in case of a siege. Also located inside the fort is the Naval Museum which 
contains artifacts from the Roman and Napoleonic sea battles.  
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 El-Montazah Palace & Gardens: 
 
This 115-acre complex is surrounded by great walls from the south, east and west, and with the beach on its north side. This area 
used to belong to the Mohamed Ali family that ruled Egypt from the mid 19th century until 1952. The construction was started in 
1892 by King Abbas II, who built a large palace inside the complex called the Salamlek. In 1932, King Fouad built a larger palace 
and called it the Haramlik. His son, King Farouk, built a bridge to the sea to act as a waterfront. The rest of the 115 acres is nothing 
but beautiful gardens. Palm trees and gazelles cover the area. This is a wonderful spot to enjoy the beauty of Alexandria.

Although begun in the Middle Kingdom, the temple’s vastness comes from successive dynasties which built on to it. 
 
·  Luxor Temple 
Separated from the Nile only by a street, the Luxor temple sits in the city’s center. The temple’s main purpose was as a secret 
location for Amun, the lord of gods. 
The Luxor temple was built by Amenhotep III in the 18th Dynasty. 
The temple’s most distinguishing features are its interior rooms with magnificent inscriptions and hall of columns, each one capped 
with crowns 
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·  Transfer back to the cruise

2) Exclusive Egyptian Moulid Night  
 
Moulid is considered as one of the most famous and authentic Egyptian annual carnival, of which every single Egyptian village celebrates and which Egyptian 
simple people wait from year to year, it lasts for around two or three days continuously, The carnival was basically organized to commemorate birth of local 
Saints and each saint has his own moulid which usually takes place in his native birthplace.     
 
Our recreated moulid area will be Amira Island in the Nile 
 
Upon guests’ arrival to venue a special welcome Zaffa will greet our guests (Zaffa is troop of 8/10 musicians & dancers using oriental musical instruments), 
Zaffa performance will last between 10 to 15 minutes during which waiters pass trays of welcome drink 
 
Upon entering the dinner venue by motorboats, guests will be seated on traditional chairs & tables with colored tablecloth, before serving Dinner guests will 
be free to hang out in the wide Moulid area.  
 
Inside the venue, every sound, smell & sight will be an imitation of real moulid, for example in one corner a small puppet theatre with traditional homemade 
marionettes are singing & dancing, while real clowns and circus players are performing their tricks close by.  
 
In other corner walking sellers will be shouting to fain customers for their goods similar to those hang around in any old market; A flower-seller handing out 
garlands of fresh jasmine, a shooting gallery with strings of firecrackers to aim at, a Nubian lady draws tattoo on guests’ hands or legs, shoe-shiner will clean 
guests’ shoes with their primitive instruments or even a fortune-teller who is standing there & reading the ground of a Turkish coffee cup.   
 
Of Course festival will not be complete if no music & entertainment are there, local belly dancers and oriental band will be playing in the middle of moulid, 
for guests who love risky games we still can provide some dangerous spectacles like fire-eater or snake charmer  
 
A traditional town crier will announce dinnertime, instead of standard open buffet; guests will have different food stalls presenting different oriental as well as 
continental items with additional oriental street-live cooking items such as Shawarma, Koshary…. Etc  
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After dinner guests will have the chance to try the flavored Shisha & sipping fresh mint tea while watching professional dance folklore performance.

3) Private/Exclusive dinner at Habu Temple in Luxor 
 
Venue: 
The temple of Ramses III, at Medinet Habu, on the Western bank 
 
History of the Site:  
Medinet Habu was both a temple and part of a complex of temples dating back to the New 
Kingdom, adjoining the cultivation at the southern end of the Theban necropolis, opposite 
southern Luxor. The area was one of the earliest places within the Theban region to be 
associated with the worship of Amun, and it was here that Hatshepsut and Tuthmosis III built a 
small temple to Amun on the site of an earlier structure. Next to their temple, Ramses III (ca 
1100 B.C) built his mortuary temple, Medinet Habu’s most conspicuous standing monument. 
 
Scenario: 
In the evening, clients drive to the West Bank in luxury coaches. On arrival to the site, they will 
be received by the trumpet blasts, marches to the temple gates and leads along the walkway that 
is flanked by torches and guards on either side. 
Now, sporadic lights enliven the temple pylons and gates. While sounds add and enhance the clients excitement, amazement and delight 
 
At the entrance, waiters will be ready with cocktails and canapés on trays. With drinks in hand, clients will roam through the Temple halls and courts escorted 
by our professional Egyptologist. 
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When the tour of the temple is finished, and clients are seated to their table facing the entrance of the temple, an elegant set menu catered by a deluxe hotel 
will be served.  
During dinner, you’ll enjoy listening to a concert of a string quartet.

·  Early morning Hot Air Balloon ride over the West bank of Luxor: 
 
One of the best ways of seeing Luxor and its monuments is from the air. Up until recently this could only be done in the early 
morning by hot air balloon 
The hot air balloon trip over the West Bank is slow and graceful. It has to be an early start, as the balloons can only fly while the 
temperature is still relatively low 
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1) Valley of the Kings  
It was called The Great, Noble Necropolis of Millions of Years of Pharaoh, and for five 
hundred years it was the burial place of Egypt’s New Kingdom rulers. Sixty-two tombs 
and twenty unfinished pits have been found here, seven of them in the large West Valley 
of the Kings, the rest in the East Valley of the Kings. It is the East Valley that is visited 
by most tourists. 
The Valley of the Kings was chosen as the royal burial place for several reasons. The 
quality of its limestone bedrock is generally good: solid, strong, and at least in some areas, relatively free of cracks and fractures. The valley was convenient: 
a long wadi, along which a funeral procession could move, meanders from the northern end of the Theban Necropolis westward to the Valley of the Kings; 
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footpaths provided easy access over the hills to areas to the south and east. It was easily protected: steep cliffs surround it and guard huts built above them 
provided 360 degree coverage. The large mountain at the southern end of the Valley of the Kings, al-Qurn or “Horn,” looks from the valley—and only from 
the valley—rather like a pyramid, a form associated with solar deities who play so great a role in the iconography of royal tombs. 
 
Optional activity 
 
Visit to the tomb of king Tut Ankh Amun, as its not included in the valley of the kings ticket and need a separate ticket.  
 
2) Valley of the Queens 

The Valley of the Queens, in Arabic Wadi al-Malakat, in ancient times was called Ta Set Neferu, a phrase that 
can mean The Place of Beauty and also The Place of Royal Children and Wives. It was used in the New Kingdom 
as a burial place for several royal wives, princesses, and princes. It is a lovely place, this small, Ushaped wadi, 
curving south and west. Rugged limestone cliffs jut upward, their strata turning and twisting in dramatic 
contrast to the horizontal beds of other Theban hills.  

There is a small cave at the base of these cliffs and when it rained, water would pour into it and then flow 
through the valley. (The watercourse follows the left side of the modern road and footpath.) Some Egyptologists 
believe it was this feature that caused the valley to be selected for royal burials: the cave represented the womb 
of Hathor, the celestial cow, and water meant fertility. Burial here would by a physical symbol of rebirth in the 
afterlife. The valley’s floor rises only slightly and is covered with undulating hillocks into which tomb entrances 
could easily be dug. 

Optional activity 
Private visit to Nefertari Tomb – Valley of the Queens (Not open for public) 
 
The Tomb of Nefertari 
 One of five wives of Ramses II, Nefertari was his favorite and the tomb here has been is said to be one of the most beautiful in 
Egypt.  The tomb is completely painted with scenes though out.  In most of these, Nefertari, known as 'the most beautiful of them', is 
accompanied by gods.  She is usually wearing a golden crown with two feathers extended from the back of a vulture and clothed in 
a white, gossamer gown. Be sure not to miss the side room where one scene depicts the queen worshipping the mummified body of 
Osiris.  Near the stairs to the burial chamber is another wonderful scene with Nefertari offering milk to the goddess Hathor. 
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3) Temple of Queen Hatshepsut 

One of the most memorable panoramas in Thebes is the approach to the memorial temple of Queen Hatshepsut. 
Turning west beside a small mosque, a paved road leads in a straight line to a dramatic expanse of rugged 
limestone cliffs that rises over three hundred meters (nearly one thousand feet) above the desert plain. The god 
Amen was given special prominence in the temple and that is why it was built almost exactly in the same axial 
line as the Temple of Amen at Karnak. Indeed, if you extend the principal axis of Hatshepsut temple five 
kilometers (three miles) east to Karnak, it runs within one hundred meters (three hundred feet) of the axis of the 
Temple of Amen-Ra. There had been a shrine to Hathor at Dayr al-Bahari for centuries before Hatshepsut 
ordered that her own temple be built there. A shrine to Hathor stood in the Nebhepetra-Mentuhetep Temple 
immediately south, and Hatshepsut built her own Hathor shrine as close to it as possible. The ancient Egyptians 
called the temple Djeser-djeseru, Most Holy of Holies. Originally, a causeway connected it to a canal dug along 
the edge of the cultivation. The valley temple there was never completed, but the causeway leading from it was, and it measured 13 meters (40 feet) wide, 400 
meters (1,200 feet) long. It was lined with statues and sphinxes that probably stood as close together as those leading to Luxor Temple. They were not 
inconsequential sculptures: the red granite sphinxes were over 3 meters (nearly 10 feet) long and each weighed seven and a half tons. Indeed. 

4) Memnon Colossi 

The memorial temple of Amenhetep III,  was the largest temple ever built in Egypt. When completed, it included a 
massive array of pylons, chambers, walls, and statues that covered an area of over 385,000 square meters (4,200,000 
square feet). Unfortunately, the temple was built largely of mud brick and lay in the Nile floodplain where it was subject 
to the annual inundation. When it was abandoned and regular maintenance ceased, its brick walls dissolved and the 
stones were taken away and used by later kings in the construction of their own memorial temples. As a result, little of 
the huge complex is visible. Indeed, for most visitors, the two huge statues of Amenhetep III, known as the Colossi of 
Memnon, stand in isolation, and most visitors have no idea that the statues were a small part of a gigantic temple 
complex. The statues are truly spectacular: each is cut from a single block of stone that stood over 20 meters (65 feet) 
tall and weighed a 1,000 tons. The northern colossus was especially popular with ancient Greek and Roman travelers. 
In 27 BC, an earthquake cracked the statue, and for the next two hundred years it emitted an eerie whistling noise each morning as the sun rose and the 
temperature and humidity changed. Greek travelers claimed that this sound was the cry of Memnon, a mythical African warrior slain by Achilles in the Trojan 
War, to Eos, his mother and goddess of the dawn. To hear the statue cry was said to bring good fortune, and it quickly made the colossi a major tourist 
destination. Both colossi are covered with hundreds of Greek and Latin graffiti left by grateful visitors.

After visiting the Valley of the Kings our guests will find Bicycles waiting for them to use in order to continue the tour to 
Hatshepsut’s Temple. 
As soon as they arrive to the Temple our coach will be waiting and our T/L will offer a bottle of cold water or a bottled fruit juice to 
each guest.

During the transfer and after the coach cross to the West bank in a certain point before Memnon Colossi we will meet the Donkeys at 
one side of the road; each guest will ride a Donkey and race until Memnon Colossi
