While in Spain and very 
especially in Madrid, a visit to the Prado Museum is a 
recommendation. The Prado Museum stands amongst the best art 
galleries in the world. Works of the famous Spanish masters, such 
as Velazquez, Murillo, El Greco, Goya, can be admired. Also 
masterpieces of Rafael, Van Dyck, Ribera, Rubens, it can be seen 
at the Prado.
