The Cathedral was built more than five hundred years ago and considered 
to be one of the most beautiful and spectacular Gothic Cathedrals in Europe 
and the Bellver Castle, protectively placed 450 feet above Palma, is a 
magnificent medieval fortress of the 14th Century. Its tower offered ample 
sleeping quarters when the castle was the Royal summer retreat and its 
dungeon later provided a less comfortable home for criminals and political 
prisoners. Thanks to its excellent site, the Castle offers a spectacular 
panoramic view over the City and the Harbour.

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EXCURSION SOLLER - VALLDEMOSSA (FULL DAY) 
 

 
 
The excursion begins with an approximate 50 minute drive from Palma to Soller in 
the old-fashioned electric train built at the turn of the century by Siemens. The 
train has wooden carriages with a Wild West feel about them, and moves at a 
leisurely pace through olive groves, almond tree fields, and beautiful woodland.  
The train stops at a sightseeing point that offers a stunning view down to the valley 
of Soller, with the deep blue sea in the distance.   
Once in Soller, the trip follows to the Port of Soller, where the guests will have 
some time at leisure. Then the ride continues towards Valldemossa. 
 
A stop at the Western coast in order to enjoy the stunning sights and the visit Son 
Marroig, one of the properties that Archduke Ludwig Salvatore of Austria (1847-
1915) bought, after falling in love with the scenery of the North coast of Mallorca, 
is a must.  
 
A thorough visit to its old monastery should be done, with its cells and cloisters 
where the famous composer Frederick Chopin and his girlfriend, the writer George 
Sand continued their romance in the winter of 1838/1839. The Mallorcan people 
are very proud by the fact that it was during Chopin's stay at Valldemossa when he 
wrote some of his finest pieces. (The monastery is closed on Sundays) .
