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SEVILLE

Location

Seville is the capital of Andalucia, the biggest region in the country, and lies in the south of the
Iberian Peninsula.

jewish quarter come alive at night with local sampling tapas and sherry wine in the numerous

bars.

The Town Hall, the Charity Hospital, the Maria Luisa Park and Plaza de Espafia, the old
Tobacco factory, the Santa Cruz district

The Fine Arts Museum (paintings, sculptures and its typical pottery)
Easily Combined with

Madrid and Cordoba with the High Speed train, the Sherry wine Bodegas of Jerez and the
sandy Atlantic beaches of the Costa de la Luz-Cadiz.

Gastronomy

Seville’s culinary heritage is the result of influences of the many cultures. Dishes are generally
light, made with fresh ingredients and enhanced with olive oil, Seville’s culinary star.

The linchpin of Seville’s culinary status is the famous Tapa, which is a tasty morsel served in
bars

the autumn, and higher temperatures dutring the summer. A steady gentle breeze blows during spring

and summer. Around 3000 hours of sunshine per year give Seville a near perfect climate all year round.

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DAY 1

ARRIVAL IN SEVILLE TRAIN STATION OR AIRPORT

Meet & greet with English speaking guide at the train station or
international airport. Guests will first enjoy an orientation tour by private
bus around the city passing by the most emblematic avenues of our city as
well as by the M2 Luisa Park with its impressive Spanish square. Luggage
will go in the bus.

The panoramic tour will end at restaurant Rio Grande for lunch, a very
nice restaurant located by the riverside with a terrace overlooking the river.

While enjoying this unique view, you will taste some of the specialities of
our local cuisine.

Lunch inludes house wine, mineral water and coffee.

During lunch, the bus will transfer the luggage to the hotel Melia Coldn,
which will be delivered to your rooms.

SEVILLE SIGHTSEEING

After lunch, walk with your guide to the city centre for visit of the 15th century late Gothic
Cathedral built on the site of a Mosque. Nowadays it is the third largest in

the world after St. Peter’s in Rome and St. Paul’s in London. You will then

continue to visit the impressive Alcazar , the ancient Royal Palace, with an

intelligent combination of Moorish and Spanish architecture.

Beyond these monuments a walking tour starts through the misterious
Santa Cruz Quarter , a gleaming maze of white houses and flower-filled
patios.

CHECK-IN AT HOTEL MELIA COLON (5%)

After the visit, walk to the hotel Melia Colon with your guide for check-in.
You will have some free time for freshening up before dinner.

The hotel Gran Melia Colén is a very nice hotel located in the heart of the
commercial city. It is the favourite hotel for Bullfighters when they come to
town. The hotel has been recently fully renovated, being the result of
mixture of a classic and avant-guard style.

Gran Melid Colén has a total of 189 rooms of which 24 are Suites
(including 3 Penthouse suites). Among other services there is a Spa on the
roof top, an a la carte restaurant, 2 bars, meeting rooms and business
center.
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TAPAS HOPPING

The Mediterranean cuisine is the queen in Seville, healthy natural products,
fish, vegetables, and the famous "Tapas" can be found in any of the humberful
bars and restaurants in the city. Tapas and Fino (Sherry wine) or the excellent
local beer represent the taste of Andalusia.

We propose for tonight to follow a tapas route : the group will be divided in
smaller groups and by means of a map, you will have to find several pubs,
bars, inns and traditional restaurants where the most representative broths and
tapas can be tasted.

DAY 2

BUFFET BREAKFAST IN THE HOTEL

VISIT OF AN OLIVE OIL ESTATE & CARMONA

Departure from your hotel by private bus and English speaking guide towards
an olive oil estate located in the surroundings of Sevilla, nearby the
historical village of Carmona.

Upon arrival, specialised staff of the estate will welcome the guests and will
introduce them in the interesting world of the olive oil, one of the main
products of Andalucia, world wide known for its healthy properties and full
flavour. It follows a visit the olive grove, the family museum and the facilities
ending with an olive oil tasting where guests will learn the characteristics
that makes this oil unique. Furthermore, the oil of this estate has won several
international prizes thanks to its high quality.

Afterwards continuation to the nearby village of Carmona which is built on a
hill that dominates the green Guadalquivir plain. Its more outstanding feature
is the mixture of the cultures concentrated in the village:

barroque churches, Arab arquitecture, and the wellknown Roman Necropolis.
Well worth seeing are the Greco-Roman Puerta de Sevilla (city gate); the
remains of the moorish-style fortress, as well as the picturesque streets in the
center lined with white-washed houses, walls and balconies of wrought iron.

Lunch will take place at typical restaurant Molino de la Romera in
Carmona including house wine, mineral water and coffee.

Return to the hotel by bus after lunch.




DINNER IN RESTAURANT EL CABILDO
Departure from the hotel by foot with English speaking guide.

Situated in the centrical Cabildo square, very close to the monumental
area, the restaurant El Cabildo is a typical Sevillian restaurant offering
excellent local cuisine and very good service.

After dinner the guide will escort the return to the hotel and free time will
be given to explore the city by night.

Dinner includes house wine, mineral water and coffee.

DAY 3

COUNTRY DAY AT HACIENDA LA CALERA

This nice Hacienda is located at only 30 kms from Seville, taking about
45 mins by bus. The bullbreeding is the main activity to which this
property is dedicated, being its bull brand "Lora Sangran" very popular in
the world of the bullfights, the "Corridas".

Marvellous landscapes showing the typical Andalusian land with more
than 2.000 hectares big extension.

Upon arrival, you will be received by specialised staff who will give you
an overview of the activities of the Hacienda. Then a visit through the
fields on tows pulled by tractors begins, where wild bulls can be
contemplated in freedom. Guests will learn about all the bullbreeding
techniques.

Back in the Hacienda, a refreshing aperitif ~ will be served followed by a
"capea” in the arena, which is an amateur bullfight with a young cow
without blood.

Guests will probably by then start feeling hungry, so it is time for them
to prepare the main course, the delicious Paella! For this, they will be
divided in several smaller groups, and each team will cook their own
paella, for which they will get a recipe, all necessary ingredients and
cooking tools. A cook will supervise the paellas, and will decide which is
the best one.

Afterwards, lunch will be served in the patio consisting of a first course,
the self-cooked delicious paellas, dessert and beverages.

After lunch, return to the hotel by bus.




FLAMENCO EXPERIENCE AT THE MUSEUM OF FLAMENCO DANCE

Departure from the hotel on foot with English speaking guide.

Seville counts with a privately owned Museum of Flamenco Dance .

This interesting project has been started by the reputated Spanish Flamenco
dancer, Cristina Hoyos. The Museum is allocated in a restored Sevillian House

of the historical centre.

The Museum’s content touches different aspects of the Flamenco Dance,
going from dancing ateliers, to temporary painting exhibitions, History and a
mutimedia show.

Upon arrival, you the group will visit this interesting museum , and why not,
participate in an introductory lesson to flamenco d ance, where the will
learn the basic steps and rythms of this fascinating dance.

To conclude, they will assit to a wonderful Flamenco Show in the Museum
performed by 5 excellent artists of first quailty.

After the show, quests will continue on foot to the excellent restaurant la
Taberna del Alabardero for an elegant farewell dinner. The restaurant is
located in an old sevillian house carefully restored, with stylish atmosphere,
excellent food and very good service.

Dinner includes house wine, mineral water and coffee.
